G6rants Program

MnTRECC Grants Advisory Committee members met on September 16, 2005 to assist in developing an
Administrative Plan for the next two year period of July 1, 2005 through June 30, 2007.

Grant applications will be available this year from October 3 through November 30, 2005 to American

Indian child care providers and child care programs. Categories include Start-Up, Child Care Services,
Infant/Toddler and School Age awards. The committee will meet again on February 10, 2006 to review
applications and determine awards.

Grant recipients will be required to complete 12-16 hours of training depending upon the amount of
their award. Training taken within 3 months previous to the grant award letter will be eligible to list in
the Training Plan. This includes training that has been taken to comply with licensing requirements.

Positive Indian Parenting

Leech Lake Child Care Services has established a partnership
with the Minnesota Department of Education (MDE) to
sponsor a Training of Trainers session for the Positive Indian
Parenting Curriculum. For the past few months, MnTRECC has
been working with the MDE Indian  Education Program to
develop a plan to reach this goal. This plan would educate new
trainers to deliver the Positive Indian Parenting curriculum
training within their communities.

Applications were accepted throughout Minnesota with 17
trainers certified at the session held on September 215" &
22" at the Blackbear Casino in Cloquet. Newly certified
trainers are from various parts of the state that include Fond
Du Lac, White Earth, Leech Lake and Metro Minnesota. Each
trainer is encouraged to deliver at least 4 hours of training in
the Positive Indian Parenting curriculum.

Minnesota currently has approximately 30 American Indian
trainers available to deliver  training in the Positive Indian
Parenting curriculum.

MnTRECC will be a resource in referring names of trainers to
agencies and organizations that are interested in the delivery
of this training in their communities.

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Native American Self-Determination

On July 8, 2005, President Bush issued a Presidential Message to commemorate the 35th anniversary of
President Nixon's historic self-determination speech to the United States Congress. President Bush has
supported policies that foster the Indian right to self-determination, including signing an Executive
Memorandum on September 23, 2004 that reinforces the unique government-to-government relationship
with Indian tribes and Alaska Natives. In his message, President Bush paid "tribute to the courage and
determination of Native Americans,” and pledged that his "Administration remains committed o honoring
the proud legacy of Native Americans by continuing to recognize the defining principles of Tribal
Sovereignty and the right to self-determination.” The Presidential Message was delivered to all
federally-recognized tribal leaders, along with a congratulatory note from Ruben Barrales, Deputy

Assistant to the President.
